Option # 1:  You can pay in full on or before August 1, 2007.  A few of our current school families are able to utilize this option.  If this is not an option for you, please consider option 2. Other deadlines can be found in the handbook.   

Option # 2: You can pay by the month by:

· Using the envelopes and payment book provided (placed in the collection basket or mail slot at the church  

      office, or sent by U.S. mail).

· Personally delivering your fees to the church office (we prefer not to take the money in the school office)

· Online banking

Tuition is paid over ten months, with the first payment due in August and the final payment due May 1.  Each family will receive a payment booklet.  Tuition is delinquent after the tenth day of the month.

Back to School Night will be held in August from 6:00-7:30 p.m.  You are encouraged to pay your child’s fees prior to that night. Personnel will be available to answer questions or accept fees that night.  You and your child will have an opportunity to visit the classroom and bring in their supplies.  Dinner will be served.

POLICY ON DELINQUENT PAYMENTS
Tuition payments are due on the first (1st) of each month and are delinquent after the tenth (10th) of the month.  If an account becomes 10 days past due, a reminder notice will be sent to you and a late charge of $10.00 will be added.  If the tuition/fees are not paid by the 20th day of the month the child/children may not return to school on the 21st day, unless arrangements have been made with the finance office.
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
